Covid Guidance

If you have tested positive for COVID, please follow the information below. If you have tested positive for COVID,

you do not need to make an appointment with Health Services.
Important Update:

In alignment with the most updated guidelines from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and the
Rhode Island Department of Health, there is no longer a set isolation period for those who test positive for COVID-
19. The CDC recommends that people stay home and away from others until their symptoms are getting better and
they have been fever free for 24 hours without the use of fever reducing medications such as Tylenol and Motrin.
Note that depending on the length of symptoms, this period could be shorter, the same, or longer than the previous
guidance for COVID-19.
